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RESUMEN

OBJETIVOS: Reportar nuestra experiencia con los poélipos inflamatorios de colon.
METODOLOGIA: Estudio retrospectivo que incluyo todos los pdlipos colénicos
diagnosticados en el Iinstituto Arias Stella, Lima en el afio 2008. Los pdlipos Inflamatorios
fueron definidos como todo pdlipo compuesto por criptas distorsionadas tapizadas por
epitelio sin displasia, tejido de granulacién e inflamacién.

RESULTADOS Encontramos 887 pdlipos de fos cuales los pdlipos Inflamatorios (20)
representaron el 2,3%, del total 30% de ellos se presentaron en colon sigmoides y la
mayoria (63%) no presentaron patologia concomitante.

CONCLUSION Los pélipos Inflamatorios son raros entre los pélipos colénicosy lamayoria
de los pacientes no tienen patologia colénica acompanante.
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SUMMARY

AlIM: We report our experience with Inflammatory Polyps of the Colon. METHODS:
Retrospective study including all polyps diagnosed at the Arias Stella Pathology Institute,
Limainthe year 2008. Inflammatory polyps were diagnosed as polyp composed of reactive
epithelium without dysplasia, inflamed granulation tissue. RESULTS: We found 887 polyps
of which 2.3% were inflammatory polyps. One out of three were located in the sigmoid
colon, and 63% had no underlying colonic disease. CONCLUSION: inflammatory polyps are
rare among colonic polyps and most patients have no accompanying colonic disease.
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
